MATTERS  FOR GATESHEAD COUNCIL’S ATTENTION
The following matters in Lady Park, Lamesley require an urgent response by Gateshead Council.

A) A road traffic sign warning heavy goods vehicles drivers’ of an extremely narrow road ahead on Banesley Lane. Is placed too near the entrance of this road and HGV Drivers have great difficulty turning their vehicles around and  as a result the noise of these vehicles adversely affects the lives of the residents in Lady Park’

It is suggested that the sign should be placed at the entrance to Lady Park from the roundabout. 

B) The entrance to Lady Park from the Roundabout the bushes and trees are seriously overgrown and pedestrians have great difficulty crossing the road because of the very poor visibility.
C) In the same area there is a Bus Stop with gullies on either side,   when it rains the gullies fill up quickly and a lot of surface water gathers in front of the Stop it and hence the people standing there are splashed by vehicles when they go by and by the Bus when it pulls into the Stop.
