SPECIAL MEETING

The Council held this special meeting to discuss their concerns relating to the proposed housing development on former green belt land in Kibblesworth with David Abercrombie of Taylor Wimpy Homes. Gateshead Council Officers in the Planning and Highways Departments were also invited but they declined to attend because they felt this meeting had been called to soon. 
The Council outlined their concerns relating to possible flooding because of the existing inadequate drainage in the Village and secondly the possibility that heavy goods vehicles would need to pass through the village as the existing roads through the centre are too narrow, in addition there are fears re road and resident safety. The Council suggested that the Developers examine possible alternative access roads to the Site.
Mr Abercrombie explained that the drainage problem has been examined and that the problem of possible flooding has been solved. 
With regard to heavy goods vehicles going through the centre of the Village he stated that this may not be avoidable because of the high financial cost of building alternative Accesses to the Site. However he promised to explore access via other roads (not through the Village with Gateshead Council’s Highway 
Department. 
          Resolved: That a letter be sent to Gateshead Council listing the 

 Council’s concerns regarding the risk of Flooding, Heavy Goods Trafficking through the Village, and the use of alternative roads or introducing new roads to the proposed Site.
         THE COUNCIL’S PRECEPT 
Resolved: Further to Minute 75, Gateshead Council increased their Precept for 2019/20 by 3% and therefore as previously agreed the Parish Council’s Precept for the same period has been increased by the same percentage which will provide a monetary increase of  £1,193.50.
