DEFIBULATOR SCHEME

Susan Lewis Senior Resuscitating Officer at the Gateshead Queen Elizabeth Hospital attended the meeting to demonstrate the use of a Defibrillator which could save lives if placed in Kibblesworth.The Council would need to determine a convenient easy access place where the machine could be placed and where a 24hour electricity supply would be provided.  It is estimated that the cost of purchasing the machine together with a security box could be up to £3,000 plus an annual cost of £300 for accessories.

Resolved: That the Council approve in principal to purchasing a defibrillatorand security box and identify a suitable storage place with a 24hour electricity supply. In addition write to certain bodies who may provide financial help and contact the Ambulance Service for their help and guidance with this project.
126   PLANTING SCHEME

Last year Gateshead Council stopped all flower planting throughout its area unless it was sponsored by private bodies.

As a result the Parish Council decided to provide plant pots or barrels throughout its area with spring and summer planting together with regular watering. The work was carried out by Harvest Help in Kibblesworth who purchased barrels etc for use where previous storage facilities had been removed by Gateshead Council for a total cost of £750. This year Harvest and Planting have offered to carry out the Scheme, bearing in mind the unnecessary purchase of containers for a reduced cost of £450.
Resolved: That Harvest and Help be appointed to carry out the spring and summer planting including regular watering throughout the Council’s area during 2018 for £450.
