· Cllrs Betts and Mullen attended a meeting on 11th January with Gateshead Cllr Turner, Builders, Reps from the Council offices, Millennium Centre and residents to discuss the recent and recurring flooding to ascertain who is responsible for the repair etc. Cllr Mullins accompanied by a resident did a walk around after the event so he could be made aware of the range of problems.

· Cllr Callaghan attended a meeting on the 16th January with Gateshead Council, representative of the Cricket club, Football, Bowlers and officers of Gateshead Council to discuss Kibblesworth Welfare Park

· Gullies still not cleared 

· Homes were flooded as ground is saturated

· Lots of area still need clearing of debris

· Drains need to be cleared

· Hedges been cut but debris has turned to mulch caused by tractor building more gullies

· The Bench situated between Moor Mill Lane and Greenford has been destroyed.

· Cllr Betts reported that generators left by Northern Grid in 43 and 44 Greenford are causing distress with fumes and noise for all residents in that area of Holly Dene
· Action Cllr to contact Electric Board

· Action Cllr C Bretts to ring a contact in Gateshead Council and Cllr J Callaghan can give direct contact number to feedback concerns about erosions which could cause road closure to and from village

Longshanks & Team Colliery
· There was a lot of flooding in the area. This has caused some nuisance complaints from local residents who feel that Lamesley Parish Council is responsible to keep area clean and fix problems

· Cllr E Andrew has professionally challenged the residents by directing them to the website and remind them that Gateshead Council still has responsibility for the up keep of area

· Cllr E Andrew has invited the residents to a Parish Council meeting

· There was a crash and Cllr E Andrew has raised concern to the National Highways

· There was a discussion around lack of access to defibrillator in the area as the nearest is erected on the Coach and Horses Pub

Lady Park & Lamesley – Vacant
· There is 1 defibrillator attached to the Old School near Churchin the Lady park area
· Hedges cutting around the Conservation Area behind and opposite the Ravensworth have left debris to block drains and gullies causing flooding
